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INTRODUCTION

The Nevada Association of Land Surveyors may provide scholarships to a recipient
enrolled in a Land Surveying/Geomatics curriculum at any institution in the Nevada
System of Higher Education.

The NALS State Board of Directors determines the amount of scholarships to be
awarded each year. Scholarships are awarded to eligible students in the manner
deemed appropriate by the board and are based on both the merit and need of the
recipient.

NALS may also award scholarship funds to a Land Surveying/Geomatics program at
any institution in the Nevada System of Higher Education for program support.

PURPOSE

NALS scholarships are designed to encourage, recognize, and support exceptional
surveying and mapping students.

ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEDURE

Application forms are included as part of this brochure and are available from the
Nevada Association of Land Surveyors, P.O. Box 95726, Las Vegas, NV 89193, or on
the association’s web site at www.nv-landsurveyors.org.

Scholarships may be granted to both full-time (traditional) students or to part-time
students. Reimbursement for tuition and/or books not reimbursed by another source,
such as an employer, may be granted upon proof of successful completion of a course
with a grade of C or better.

Applications for scholarships for full-time students must be received by May 1 for fall
semester scholarships and by November 1 for spring semester scholarships in each
year.

Applications for reimbursement for tuition and/or books by part-time students must be
received within six weeks of the end of the semester for which reimbursement is sought.

A list of eligible students/candidates may be provided by an institution or submitted by
the NALS Chapters for consideration and selection by the State Board of Directors.

The NALS Scholarship Committee will consider the following criteria in the selection of
scholarship recipients:

v Applicants Statement

v’ Letters of Recommendation
v Professional Activities

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Applications for scholarships for full-time students must be received by May 1 for fall semester
scholarships and by November 1 for spring semester scholarships in each year. Applications
received after these dates will not be considered.

Applications must include this form together with the following:
1. A high school transcript if enrolling directly from high school.

2. Two letters of recommendation from instructors, employers, or licensed surveyors
familiar with the applicant.

3. Official college/university transcripts from all institutions attended, if applicable.

4. A statement, not more than two pages in length, describing the applicant’s goals
(including college or career), interests, and community or school activities.
